SELECTION PROCEDURE

studies and non semi batch reactors.

The Energy Engineering Laboratory has facilities for performing
experiments on petroleum testing and fuel technology e.g.
Pensky-Martin apparatus, bomb calorimeter, proximate analysis
cloud and pour point measurement. The mass transfer laboratory
contains a number of separation equipment like liquid extraction,
leaching, absorption column, VLE apparatus, etc. Chemical
Technology Laboratory provides facilities to demonstrate

manufacturing of various chemicals on a laboratory scale.

The PDC laboratory is equipped with all basic systems to study

behavior of first and second order systems.

The students of chemical engineering also undertake major plant
design projects and theoretical equipment design projects.
